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WHAT CAN I DO? 
 

Have you ever felt left out?  That you weren't important; not worth much if 
anything; that you couldn't make some great contribution?  Maybe you've felt that 
way in the church: "Oh, I wish I could speak like that man..." or "Oh, I wish I could 
quote scripture like so and so ..." or "Oh, I wish I was a leader in the church like 
what's his name ...".

WE MUST KNOW GOD’S WAYS AND WANT TO DO THEM!  
 

How important are the thoughts of our hearts as compared to our actions—what we 
do?  Look what the Lord said was the Israelites’ problem:  
  

"Forty years long was I grieved with this generation, and said, It is a people that do err in 
their heart, and they have not known my ways." - Psalms 95:10  

  
Is your heart different from God’s, are you erring?   Better check before it’s too late! 

WOULD YOU DIE...FOR CHOCOLATE PIE? 
 

I “love” chocolate cake (not “pie” as the title suggests, since “die” rhymes with 
“pie” and not “cake” -- but I digress).  I always have.  I also love God.  I “love” them 
both. What’s the problem?  Well, I know there’s a difference in loving food, and loving 
God, so the problem is not my heart.  The problem is my language.  The word “love” 
in our language has basically been diluted, to the point that it has almost totally lost 
its original meaning.  What other conclusion can you come to when one word can, to 
most people, encompass both food, and deity?  

Obviously when I say “I love God,” I mean something different than when I say “I 
love cake.”  The word is the same, but the meaning is clearly different, when you look 
at the context.  

In the Greek language (commonly recognized as the language of the first cen-
tury) when Christ asked Peter if he loved Him (John 21), he wasn’t asking if he loved 
Him the same way he loved his favorite food.  He wasn’t asking if he loved Him the 
same way he loved his favorite pair of sandals.  He was asking if he loved (“agapa” = 
in the original language) Him so much that he would die for Him.  Peter wouldn’t die 
for his favorite pair of sandals.  I wouldn’t die for chocolate cake (or “pie” if you’re in a 
rhyming mood).  And yet I say I “love” it?  

It seems as though the word “love” has been used so flippantly, that its original 
meaning is hard to be discerned.  A man may tell his significant other that he loves 
her, having just known her for a couple of weeks.  Would he die for her?  I think not. 
Eventually they may get married, and raise a family.  Would he die for them then? 
Yes he would.  Because now he truly “loves” them.  The word has meaning to him 
now.  Recall what Paul said about the sacrifice of Christ:  “For when we were yet with-
out strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. For scarcely for a righteous man 
will one die: yet peradventure for a good man some would even dare to die. But God 
commended his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for 
us” (Romans 5:6-8).  

Christ died because He “loved” us. Would Christ have died for His favorite food 
(He was human, I’m sure He had a favorite food)?  No.  Would He have even said He 
“loved” his favorite food.  Probably not.  Consider what Paul said concerning the 
Christian’s love for Christ:  “Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?... As it is 
written, For Thy sake we are killed all the day long…” (Romans 8:36).   Would a Chris-
tian die for Christ? Yes. Why? Because he loves Christ.  Would he die for...chocolate 
pie? No. Now tell me why…       Let’s make sure, then, that we’re careful about the 
words we use.
