TRUTH MAKES CHRISTIANS

A perverted gospel cannot save. Jesus declared that it is the knowledge of
truth, not the belief of error, that makes men free. (John 8:32). Though a perverted
gospel may have in it all the elements of the true gospel, its power to save is lost in
perversion. Bread is God's power to quell the hunger, but the admixture of a
poisonous element — a spoonful of arsenic, for instance, in a loaf of bread —
would destroy its power. Water is God's power to quench the thirst, but the
admixture of salt will destroy the quenching power of water.

The gospel is God's power to save the soul, but its admixture with error —
the doctrines and commandments of men, when heard and believed — destroys
its saving power. Hence, Paul's alarm concerning the perverters at Galatia:

"I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of
Christ unto another gospel: which is not another; but there be some that trouble you,
and would pervert the gospel of Christ." - Galatians 1:6-7

Error preached, error heard, and error believed cannot result in the truth
obeyed. No man can accidentally obey God. The truth preached, the truth
believed, and the truth obeyed makes a Christian. Nothing else does. How careful
then men should be in their handling of it!.

The Claims Of The Bible

"through the Spirit... Which things also we speak, not in words which man's wisdom
teacheth, but which the Spirit teacheth; combining spiritual things with spiritual words" (1
Cor. 2:10-13 ASV). Divine thoughts and divine words to convey them is Paul's
statement, with emphasis, of the verbal inspiration of the Bible.

The devil (Gen. 3:3-4) and worldly-wise
men of today (Rom. 1:22); but we are warned against such and should shun them, for
they cannot be converted (2 Thess. 2:10-11) and may destroy faith in you "through
philosophy and vain deceit" (Col. 2:8).

“DIVISIONS MUST COME”

Division in the churches is painful. It wrings the heart with anguish. But God
asked, "Can two walk together except they be agreed?" (Amos 3:3). This is a strong
declaration that they cannot. It is true as applied to both God and man. Can you walk
with God unless you agree with Him? He claims to be the Lord, the only Ruler of the
universe. Can you walk with Him while you insist on making laws and changing His
order? It also applied to man. Can two walk together when one insists on going an-
other way?

Often, those we love must force us to the choice as to whether we will cling to
God or go with them. If we love God better than we love them, we will cling to God
and His ways. If division must come, let it come along the lines of love and loyalty to
God. If we separate from others and do not walk with God, another separation must
come. Separation after separation must come until the lines of cleavage run with the
line of loyalty to God. Until division along this line is reached, divisions must continue
and multiply. As soon as, and not until, divisions along this line is reached, the union
with God and those true to Him will be permanent.

God is directing these things and does all things well. All we have to do is to
stand true and firm to God and His word all along the line, and leave results with Him.
We can do nothing else. We are poor and foolish and weak; God is wise and strong.
Our only hope is to walk with and be true to God in all things. "For there must be also
heresies (divisions) among you, that they which are approved may be made manifest
among you" (1 Corinthians 11:19). Divisions must come until we are all willing to be
led by God.
